will needs to be probated so an executor can be appointed to deal with 
those assets. 

·  A will would also need to be probated if there is real estate in the decedent’s 
name.  Probating the will, even if an executor is not appointed, acts like a 
deed to convey title to the heirs. 

·  If someone dies without a will and with an estate that is valued at $50,000 or 
less (not including a home and exempt property) the estate can be handled 
by using a small estate affidavit.
