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WHAT 1S ANNUAL MEETING ?

Like most corporations, the Bylaws of Air Force Village Foundation, Inc. dictate
an Annual Meeting be held once a year to keep its members apprised of the fi-
nancial status of the corporation, elect new Trustees, present the slate of officers
for the ensuing year and to present other pertinent information concerning the
Foundation. For Air Force Village Foundation, this meeting is held during the
month of October. The spouse of the Chief of Staff of the Air Force, who is a
member of the Foundation Board, attends the Annual Meeting as the Senior
Member of the Officers’ Wives’ Clubs/Officers’ Spouses ‘Clubs (OWCs/OSCs).

Why do we invite representatives from bases around the world? The OWCs
